Methodology
The survey used a mixed-modal data collection process, which included mail and online versions of the survey. 

All non-responders received at least one telephone and email reminder, to increase response rates. All California 

dentists were eligible to be randomly selected for the mail survey. All dentists with an email address on the 

California Dental Association file were eligible for random selection for online survey participation. Samples  

were pulled, and data weighted, to be representative by component (region), gender, and stage of practice.  

An oversample of community health clinic (CHC) dental directors was included in order to allow specific analysis  

of CHCs.

Survey fielded:	 January 14 through April 4, 2010 

Total completes:	 714 (399 online, 315 mail) 

Response rate: 	 3.7 percent (7,140 invites mailed, 12,394 invites emailed)

Margin of error for the total sample is 6 3.7 percentage points at the 95 percent confidence level. Margin of error 

for subgroups is larger and varies.
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
